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I have considerable experience in professional wedding photography. I achieve tremendous satisfaction in producing beautiful albums over the years with approximately eighty per cent of my work generated via recommendations and referrals  the remainder is from advertising see the testimonials on thebestofbelfast.co.uk
My style is a mixture of traditional and contemporary photography that is very relaxed. I use two cameras on the day – a large film professional format camera on a tripod and a SLR Digital camera to capture those unguarded candid shots and reportage images.
There is no limit to the pictures taken but it is usually edited down to around 500, which are then supplied on discs free of charge.

Albums consist of 36 – 41 pages with one large 8 x 8in. print per page or two small digital (colour or black or white) prints per page – the combinations are entirely up to the bride and groom whilst selecting prints after the wedding and any extra photographs you can keep.
Photographs can normally be picked up by the bride and groom approximately two weeks after the wedding and taken away for selection, upon return of the prints the album is then ready about two weeks later.
